According to the Real Estate Board of Greater Vancouver, housing supply and demand have  
come into closer alignment in January as a result of the diverse selection and favourable inter-
est rates. As a result the BC Real Estate Association is forecasting increasing average prices and 
the Sunshine Coast market would appear to be following suit.  As you can see from the graph

Expect-
edly, we recorded a sharp rise in the number of available listings on the market at the end of 
January and at the time of writing this article the market has crested to over 400.

2 roma (plum) tomatoes, chopped 

1 bunch spinach, rinsed and chopped 

4 fresh mushrooms, sliced 

1/2 cup crumbled feta cheese 

2 tablespoons grated Parmesan cheese 

3 tablespoons olive oil

1. Preheat the oven to 350 degrees F (175 de-

grees C). 

2. Spread tomato pesto onto one side of each 

pita bread, and place them pesto side up on a 

baking sheet. Top with tomatoes, spinach, mush-

rooms, feta cheese, and Parmesan cheese. Driz-

zle with olive oil and season with pepper. 

3. Bake for 12 minutes in the preheated oven 

or until pita breads are crisp. Cut into quarters 

and serve.
