February 2010 Photo Contest Winner  

According to the Real Estate Board of Greater Vancouver, February sales were stronger than 
expected given the potential distraction of the 2010 Olympics.  Prices remain strong in the 
Greater Vancouver area, with the housing price hitting record highsτup 2.4% since their previ-
ous high in May 2008. The Sunshine Coast, as you can see from the graphs below, is stable with 
prices and sales volume up from February 2009 but relatively consistent since December. 

While the Olympics seemed to turn off the flow of buyers to the area over the two weeks dur-
ing the games, the taps are starting to open once again.  With interest rates still historically 
low, the upcoming HST causing a stir, and a increasing level of inventory, buyers are expressing 
an interest in the area once again.   

The recreational market has been the hardest hit 
by the recession and can take 6-8 months longer 
to recover than the residential market.   

Bare land prices have been more affected this year 
than detached homes. The average lot sale price 
has been 91% of the average listing price. For 
homes, the average sale price has been 96% of the 
average listing price. So bare land sellers need to 
be prepared to entertain and work with lower of-
fers than they may have considered in previous 
years. Interestingly, the 5 waterfront homes that 
sold this year have only fetched 89% of their aver-
age asking prices.
